Mounting using Security Slope Nuts (Optional)

For added security replace two of
the washers and locknuts with slope
nuts.

Hand tighten slope nuts (G) onto
two of the thread rods (M) until
snug against bottom of table as
shown in Detail 2.

Thread another slope nut (G)
upside-down, about two turns from
first slope nut (G) as shown in
Detail 3.

Insert a 5/8" open box wrench
between both slope nuts (G) and
tighten

as shown in Detail 4.
