Network Configuration

Network Switches
NetworkHD™ can be operated with recommended Layer 2 managed switches provided the overall switching capacity or backplane
capacity of the switch meets the requirements of the number of encoders/decoders you have on your network.

WyreStorm NetworkHD is built to run over a standard network infrastructure, however the quality of this infrastructure is critical. We
have tested many brands of switches all of which perform well in small system configurations of around 10 Encoders and Decoders.
However, for larger installations, WyreStorm highly recommends using CISCO SG500 or CATALYST series switches.

Multicast & IGMP Snooping

NetworkHD requires support for Multicast & IGMP snooping. With multicast video, only one instance of a video stream is transmitted
onto the network, decoders in turn grab a copy of the video from the switch. IGMP snooping is the process of listening to network
traffic. This feature allows a network switch to route NetworkHD video streams to their appropriate destinations. Do not connect any
encoders to a switch until these features have been configured.

PoE
Most NetworkHD installations use POE (Power Over Ethernet) to power the RX & TX units. NetworkHD 100 & 200 components are
Class 0 rated POE devices meaning that they can require up to 15.4W of power each, however their real power draw is between 5-W.

In order to calculate the number of devices that can be used on a switch please divide the total POE power capability of the switch by
15.4 and round down. For example, the CISCO SG300-52P with a POE power output of 375W: 375/ 15.4 = 24.35. Therefore 24
devices can be powered by this switch.
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In order to have all ports powered by POE on a switch an MP series should be used in this example an SG300-52MP which provides
740W. 740/ 15.4 = 48. Therefore 48 devices can be powered by this switch. Each NHD-100-TX encoder will produce up to 50Mb/s of
data > therefore 10 x encoders will require 10 x 50Mb/s = 0.5 Gbps.

NetworkHD Touch
NetworkHD Touch is a control app made for iPad. The app allows for full control over an entire NetworkHD 100 or 200 series system
and can eliminate the need for integrating a 3" party control system for A/V switching.

In most installations, it is not necessary to change the IP addresses of the TX and RX units — AutolP is used to configure correct IP
addresses. When integrating NetworkHD Touch, however, network configuration will change.

In order for the app to have the ability to both matrix switch A/V and provide preview streams from the encoders, ALL devices on the
LAN need to exist in the same IP subnet range. This includes the wireless router, NHD-000-CTL and both encoders and decoders. The
below diagram represents a NetworkHD Touch installation.

100 & 200 series decoders offer both High Quality and Low Delay video modes. Each mode has its appropriate use. High Quality mode is
the default setting and is typically used where video quality is a priority. High Quality mode ensures that you are achieving the best
possible image on a display but will increase source to display latency to 250ms-300ms.

Low Delay mode will decrease the source to display latency to 60ms-90ms. This mode is typically configured in a presentation scenario
where a computer mouse is being used. Image quality will be decreased in order to achieve a lower latency.

To configure the Video Mode for a decoder, perform the following.

Right click a decoder in the RX section of the Console and choose Video Settings.

Click the Advanced Tab

Check the Low delay settings box

Select the drop down menu next to Video mode and select High Quality video or Low Delay.

Audio Adjustments

Audio delay for encoders and decoders can be adjusted using Batch Commands. Audio delay adjustments are typically used when
incorporating a third-party audio distribution system. Adjusting delay will ensure audio and video stay in sync. Delay can be adjusted by
the millisecond with a value between 0-500.

Preview Streams
NetworkHD encoders generate a unicast MPEG preview stream. This stream can be accessed by control systems to provide live video
feedback of connected sources.

In order for any device to access an encoder’s preview stream it must exist in the same IP address range as the encoder. In most
NetworkHD installations, encoders and decoders exist in a separate IP range as the control/Wi-Fi network. It may be necessary to change
the configuration of the network so that the encoders, decoders, CTL and any network routers or access points are part of the same IP
address range as the device accessing the preview stream.

The following steps show how to access and configure an encoder’s preview stream using the latest version of Google Chrome running
on a Windows PC.

1. Connect a PC to the same network switch as the NetworkHD encoders by using a category cable.

2. Assign the PC’s IP address into the same range as the encoder(s). By default, this will be in the 169.254.x.x range with a subnet
mask of 255.255.0.0.

3. Run the WyreStorm Management Suite and start the NetworkHD Console software.

4. Hit the search button located at the top left of the Console. All available NetworkHD components along with their IP addresses
will populate. NetworkHD encoders appear at the right of the Console in the Other Devices section.

Setting an encoder’s preview stream to its maximum values will overload the processor. This will cause severe video performance issues.
Always test settings in a real-world environment.

The preview stream is a unicast signal. This means every device that accesses the stream will add to the encoder’s processor load. Stress
testing should be performed to ensure the main H.264 stream is not adversely effected. WyreStorm recommends no more than 5
receivers/preview panels per encoder stream.

The quality query string is optional and does not need to be sent to access the preview stream. Once set, the quality query does not need
to be resent.

Troubleshooting

e Verify the network switch has been configured 100% per appropriate guide.
e  Verify TX and RX units show online, either in the NHD-000-CTL Web Ul or Console software.
e Ensure TX to RX assignments have been made.
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e  Check that the display is powered on and the correct input is selected
e Check that the source device is powered on and is sending an A/V signal

Sluggish or Unresponsive System

e  Commonly caused by an improperly configured network switch. A broadcast loop could be occurring or multicast traffic is being

directed incorrectly.
